GREEN WEEK, COMING APRIL 12-18, 2008, ushers in spring with a celebration of nature 
and a variety of ways to learn about the environment and how to make the most of it while 
participating with neighbors in community activities. Local merchants are invited to join in the 
fun. 
 
The Second Annual GREEN WEEK will take place this year from Saturday, April 12 through 
Friday, April 18 to work around the school vacation scheduled for the following week. 
  
In its first year, GREEN WEEK, spearheaded by Town of Mamaroneck resident Elisabeth 
Radow, was inspired by the need to replant the scores of trees blown down in the summer storms 
of 2006 and the need to restore our urban forest. Coming one week after the League of Women 
Voters' sponsored forum: "Climate Change, Storms and the Role of Trees: How Are We Planting 
For the Future?," GREEN WEEK focused on inviting residents and merchants to share in the 
restoration of our local tree population through donations to one of the municipal tree funds in 
Larchmont and Mamaroneck Villages and the Town of Mamaroneck. Community residents were 
also encouraged to participate in programs at the Sheldrake Environmental Center and 
incorporate new practices into their daily routine to improve the environment.  
 
GREEN WEEK 2008 takes the theme of GREEN WEEK 2007 to a new level. The Village of 
Larchmont, the Town of Mamaroneck, the Village of Mamaroneck, the Sheldrake Environmental 
Center, the Larchmont-Mamaroneck League of Women Voters, students in K-12 at the 
Larchmont-Mamaroneck schools, community seniors and the libraries will offer environmentally 
related, hands-on courses and activities. For example, Sheldrake will offer a course in organic 
gardening and the League of Women Voters is sponsoring a showing of Thomas Friedman's 
documentary, "Addicted to Oil" at Mamaroneck High School where it is also sponsoring an 
essay writing contest open to all high school students.  Local merchants will highlight organic 
and environmentally related products.  
 
GREEN WEEK presents an opportunity for all who live, work and play in Larchmont-
Mamaroneck to come together through learning to better appreciate the beautiful parks, trails and 
waterfront in the community we call home and to learn ways to incorporate into our lives a new 
awareness and new practices toward enhancing our daily living experience and the quality of our 
environment.
